Gypsum plaster boards pallets GPBP,
EURO pallets, pallets of other manufacturers
or scrap pallets — here are some examples of
how your pallets that comply with credit note
requirements must not look like:

EURO pallet must be labe-
led as such. If the fusion
penetration is missing, as
shown here, pallets will not
be taken back.

EURO pallets must be

undamaged. If, as in this
case, 2 deck boards are
broken, they might not
fulfill credit note require-
ments.

Pallets with deviant board
and scantling measure-
ments are non-standard
and can, for this reason,
not be taken back.

Example of an non-stan-
dard pallet, that is neither
a GPBP nor a EURO pallet
and therefore does not
fulfill credit note require-
ments.

Generally, only repairable returnable
pallets from the manufacturer pallet pool,
which are labeled as GPBP and EURO pallets,
are taken back.

§ 1 Preface, Field of application

. The general terms and conditions at hand apply to all
relations to our business partners and customers (here-
inafter: “Buyer”).

General terms and conditions apply only when the
buyer acts as a company (§ 14 BGB), legal entity of
public law or as legal public separate assets.

. General terms and conditions apply especially for con-
tracts on sale and/or supply of goods and chattels
(hereinafter: “goods"), irrespective of the fact whether
the goods are manufactured by us or bought from sup-
pliers (8§ 433, 651 BGB). For a delivery contract, our legal
rights apply, pursuant to §§ 642, 643, 645 BGB differing
from legal provisions also when the matter concerns
unwarranted matters.

. General terms and conditions apply as general agree-
ment also for future business relations with the same
buyer without the need to in every individual case point
to them.

4. Our general terms and conditions apply exclusively.
Deviations from the General terms and conditions and
their provisions require formal, individual and written
agreement. This applies foremost for the standing of the
General terms and conditions of the buyer. Thereby they
do not become an integral part of the contract, when
we, fully aware of the GTC of the buyer conduct our
delivery. Oral agreements are for us binding as far as we
acknowledge them in written.

§ 2 Conclusion of the contract

1. Our offers are subject to change and non-binding. This
applies also when we have entrusted the buyer with
catalogues, technical documentation (e.g. drawings,
plans, counting, calculations, references to DIN stan-
dards), product descriptions or any other documentation
- also in electronic form - that we have reserved the
rights of ownership and copy right to.

. Order of goods by the buyer is applied as a binding
contract offer. We are entitled to accept this contract
offer within 3 calender weeks upon it's entrance; we are
not obliged to accept the offer. If we accept the offer
after the deadline and the buyer considers themselves
not committed to the contract offer any more, they
shall immediately notify that in writing; otherwise
applies the contract as concluded.

3. An explicit acceptance is necessary in order for it to

be manifested either in writing (e.g. via acceptance of
order) or through goods’ delivery to the buyer.

§ 3 Delivery time and delay in delivery

. Delivery time is arranged individually, respectively by us
when accepting the order. In other case, a delivery peri-
od of 4 caleneder weeks apllies starting with the date of
contract conclusion. Delivery time starts with the date of
our final and entire order acceptance. Delivery time is
considered to be complied with if the goods are, on due
date placed at disposal ready for collection from the
stock, respectively according to the wish of the buyer
made ready for dispatch.

. A delivery time that is set by us is only binding under
the precondition that all technical questions are clear
and when the buyer has duly fulfilled incumbent acts in
individual cases (e.g. adduction of execution instructions,
official certificates or approbations).

3. In case we are not in position to comply with the bind-
ing delivery time, for reasons that we cannot act for,
(unavailability of the service), we will, according to the
specific conditions, determine a new delivery time. If the
service is not available within the new delivery time, we
have the right to fully or partly withdraw from the con-
tract; a reward from the buyer that has already been
made, will be compensated by us immediately. As a case
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of service unavailability in this sense applies especially the
not timely subcontracted supply from our supplier, upon
conclusion of a congruent hedging transaction.

4. Occurrence of delay in delivery from our side is assigned
according to legal regulations. In every case, a warning
from the buyer is necessary.

In case we get into delay in delivery, the buyer can ask
for compensation of damage caused by delay paid as a
lump sum. Damage lump-sum amounts for every com-
pleted calender week of delay to 0,5 % of the net price
(value of goods to be delivered), alltogether however
maximum 8 % of the value of the delayed delivered
goods. We reserve the evidence that the buyer has suf-
fered no damage or has suffered diminished damage
than preceding lump sum. Advanced rights of the buy-
ers exist only according to requirements of § 9 of the
General terms and conditions.

§ 4 Delivery, passing of the risk, acceptance, default of
acceptance

. In case not otherwise agreed, the ex works or ware-

house delivery will follow, that are also places of per-
formance. On demand of the buyer the goods are sent
to a different place of destination (mail order purchase).
We are entitled to partial delivery and partial perform-
ance, in case this is reasonable for the buyer and provid-
ed that sufficient consideration is given to their eligible
interests.

. The risk of accidental downfall and accidental deteriora-

tion of the goods is transfered - also in cases of partial

delivery - at the latest with their handover onto the
buyer, forwarder, shipper or any other person or insti-
tute authorized for conducting shipping onto the buyer.

In case delivery or service is delayed as a consequence of

circumstances, that the buyer covers for, the risk passes

onto the buyer when ready for shipping.

As far as the acceptance is agreed upon, it presents the

standard for the passing of risk. Also for the rest apply in

case of acceptance, that has already been agreed upon,
legal regulations according to the law on contract for
services. The transfer, respectively the acceptance is
equal if the buyer is in delay of acceptance.

4. In case of buyer acceptance delay, failure of cooperation
or retardation of our delivery due to reasons under
responsibility of the buyer, we are entitled to seek com-
pensation for damages inclusive additional expenditures
(e.g. storage).
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§ 5 Prices and terms of payment
. If not arranged otherwise, our prices are valid from our
price list set on the day of contract conclusion, and basi-
cally in EURO pilus legal value-added tax for abroad
(without islands) either free freight car addressed termi-
nal or free freight vehicles for construction sites or stor-
ages. Thereby are always full carloads, respectively trac-
tor-trailers of minimally 24 t of loading weight (crane
vehicles depending on machine type party less), deter-
mined. “free freight car addressed terminal” means that
rail connection fee, weighing charges, freight charge for
shipment of packaged goods etc. go at the expense of
the recipient. “free freight vehicles for construction sites
or storages” means delivery without unloading; costs of
the unloading go at the expense of the recipient.
If on demand of the buyer the packaging is variant form
the standard packaging or in case the shipping is carried
out via scantling or specially via labelled returnable pal-
lets, it is charged separately according to the valid price
list. The buyer can return returnable pallets to us that he
has received via delivery, in good condition and carriage
free for credit note of the provided price corresponding
to the price list. This however in each case only until bal-
ance has been achieved for the account balancing that
we have administrated for them until the moment of
return (expenditure/return). When determining balance
only expenditures within the last 12 months are taken
into account.
. In case of collection by the customer credit note for
freight will follow according to our restitution condi-
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tions, that we will send you upon your request.
Packaging material is not taken into accont during
determination of the freight weight - credit note for
freight will result exclusively for freight weight.

4. If expenses factors change considerably upon conclusion
of the contract but before delivery (e.g. due to rise in
prices of raw materials, materials, exchange rates etc.),
we are entitled to corresponding prices adjustment,
unless our prices were designated during conclusion of
the contract explicitly as fixed prices.

. Or invoices are due 30 days upon date of invoice with-

out any further deduction. For payment within 8 days

upon date of invoice we grant 3 % discount on the
gross goods value that has been separately shown as
qualifying for cash discount in the invoice, and this is cal-
culated from gross invoice amount off discount not
qualifying for cash discount, freighta as well as pallets or
other packaging, likewise gross. Place of payment is

Draft and cheque or other assignations will only be

accepted upon prior written agreement and only upon

account of performance. Fees and costs as well as the
risk of timely presentation and protesting go exclusively
at the expense of the buyer.

In case the payment of the buyer does not reach in time

the purchase price will be during the arrears charged

interest for in accordance with the valid legal arrears
intertest rate. We reserve the assertion of an advanced
damage caused by delay. For dealers stays our claim for

a commercial maturity interest (§ 353 HGB) intact.

. The buyer is entitled to the rights of charging or reten-
tion only of the particular counterclaim is legally binding
or acknowledged by us. In cases of deficiencies in deliv-
ery remains § 7 number 8 intact.
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§ 6 Reservation of proprietary rights

. The delivered goods remain our property until the final

payment of all current and future debts resulting from

the sale contract and ongoing business relationship

(secured receivables).

Goods under the reservation of propriety rights may not

be bonded onto third parties prior to complete pay-

ment of secured receivables, nor transferred for the rea-
sons of security. Buyer shall inform us immediately in
writing in case of usage of goods belonging to us by
third parties

. In case of buyer conduct contrary to the contract espe-

cially in case of nonpayment of the due purchase price
we are entitled to, in accordance with the legal regula-
tions, withdraw from the contract and to goods, and on
seek the reservation of propriety rights and withdrawal.
If the buyer does not pay the due price, we may claim
these rights only after we have unsuccessfully set a time
limit for payment to the buyer or when a similar dead-
line is according to legal regulations dispensable.

4. The buyer is authorized to further sell and/or process
goods that are under the reservation of propriety rights
in due course of business. In this case apply as supple-
ment the following regulations:

4.1. Reservation of propriety rights extends to commodities
that have been produced to their full value through
processing, blending or compounding of our goods,
whereas we are regarded as the manufacturer. In case
during processing, blending or compounding with
goods of third parties they keep their propiety rights,
we acquire co-ownership proportional to invoice value
of the processed, blended and compounded goods.
For the rest applies for the emerging commodity the
same as for the goods that have been delivered under
the reservation of the propriety rights.

4.2. Claims that may arise from the resale of the goods or
commodities onto third parties the buyer will cede
alltogether, respectively the amount of our possible co-
ownership share according to aforesaid 4.1 for security
reasons to us. We accept the assignation. Liabilities of
the buyer referred to in 2. apply also in regard to
ceded claims.
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4.3. Buyer remains, in addition to us, empowered to retract
claims. We commit ourselves, not to retract the claim as
long as the buyer fulfills their payment obligations,
does not delay in payment, no claim is brought for
starting of insolvency proceedings and no other defi-
ciencies of their performance are apparent. In case this
happens, we may seek the buyer to disclose the ceded
claims and the debtors, to provide all information nec-
essary for collection, to hand over corresponding docu-
mentation and inform the debtors (third parties) of
assignation.

4.4. In case the value of securities exceeds our claims for
more than 20 %, we will upon request of the buyer
release securities according to our own choice.

§ 7 Rights of the buyer to claim compensation for any

defects

1. For rights of the buyer in property and title defects
(including wrong and short delivery as well as faulty
assembly or imperfect assembly instructions) apply legal
regulations, in case not otherwise defined hereinafter.

2. Basis for our liability for defects is above all the agree-
ment that has been made on the quality of goods. As
convention for quality of goods apply our as such desig-
nated product descriptions that have been ceded to the
buyer prior to order or have been incorporated in the
same manner in to contract as the General Terms and
Conditions. For the serviceability we reserve the right of
slight changes e.g. technical or visual and they do not
present any deviation from the agreed quality.

3. No guarantee promise stands in connection with the
agreement on the quality of goods. We accept special
guarantees only on the basis of a separate, explicit and
written agreement that regulates the content and scope
of the guarantee irrespective of these General Terms
and Conditions and the legal rights of the buyer.

4. In case no quality has been agreed upon, the goods are

considered to be free of material defects if it qualifies

for usage preconditioned by the contract. For the rest
are goods, in addition to legal regulations also free of
material defects if they possess features, that can be
expected by the buyer according to given product
descriptions; in this case suffices, if the product descrip-
tion has been ceded to the buyer upon contract conclu-
sion (especially if together with goods). For public
demonstrations of other producers or some other third
parties (e.g. for their advertising messages) we assume
no liabilites.

Rights of the buyer to claim compensation for any

defects presuppose that they have met legal conditions

of verification and reproval (8§ 377, 381 HGB). If during
verification or later on a defect appears we shall be

immediately informed on this matter. Notice is consid-
ered to be immediate if it is placed within two weeks.

Irrespective of the preceding verification and reproval

the buyer shall report in writing evident defects (includ-

ing wrong and short delivery) within two weeks upon
delivery. To meet the deadline, timely mailing of the
notice shall suffice. Each notice should be submitted in
writing. In the buyer fails to submit notices of defects,
we shall not assume liability for the not indicated defect.

6. If the defect has been exclusively or predominantly

caused by the buyer or a third party, the buyer has no

rights to claim compensation for defects.

If the delivered goods are faulty, we can first decide

whether we will provide supplementary performance via

removal of the defect (rectification) or via delivery of the
faulty goods (compensation delivery). Our right to
decline the chosen manner of supplementary perform-
ance under legal preconditions remains unaffected.

Charges necessary for the supplementary performance,

especially costs of transport, travel, labour and material

are covered by us. The buyer shall give us time and
chance for the owing supplementary performance, espe-
cially provide the rejected goods for assessment or — in
case not operable with appropriate expenditure - grant
us access to the goods. In case of supplementary per-
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formance via compensation delivery we have, according
to legal regualtions, the right to reclaim the faulty good
from the buyer.
8. We are entitled to condition the owing compensation
delivery so that the buyer pays an, according to defect,
adequate part of the purchase price.
. In cases of endargement of operational reliability and for
blocking disproportionaly big damages, the buyer is
after prior consulting with us entitled to self-remedy of
defects or to give it for repairement to third parties and
seek compensation for costs thereof. The buyer shall
inform us immediately of the manner and extent of the
measures that have been taken. Right to self-remedy is
not applicable if we were entitled to decline a corre-
sponding supplementary performance in accordance
with legal regulations.
10.In case of abortive supplementary performance or
unsuccessful deadline for supplementary performance
set by the buyer, respectively is expendable according to
legal regulations, the buyer can withdraw from contract
of sale or reduce the purchase price. Right of withdrawal
does not apply for an insubstantial defect. With declara-
tion of withdrawal respectively reduction claim of the
buyer for supplementary performance does not apply.

11.Claims of the buyer for compensation, respectively
refund of unavailing expenditures are existent only pur-
suant to § 9, for the rest they are excluded.
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§ 8 Supplier regress

1. In case our goods that have been delievered to our
buyer, are newly produced further sold to a consumer,
apply rights of the buyer to claim compensation for any
defects complementary from the above mentioned reg-
ulations in § 7 and for the rest legal regulations.

. Legal assumption that the defect had existed during

passing of risk onto the buyer (§§ 478 para. 3, 476 BGB),

does not apply, except in legally regulated cases, also
when a time period of more than six months is present
between the passing of risk onto the buyer and passing
of risk onto the customer of the buyer.

Rights of the buyer to supplementary performance, pur-

suant to § 7 paragraph 7 apply with following provision:

Buyer can demand from us the kind of supplementary

performance that they owe in individual case to their

customer - taking into consideration buyer’s legal and
contractual right of refusal; on our part there is no right
to choose. The buyer is entitled to cede this claim for
supplementary performance to their customer, however
only on account of performance and by way of security,

i.e. without prejudice of their own further liability

towards the customer. Cession on completion in place of

is effective. Our right to decline this supplementary per-
formance under legal preconditions will remain unaffect-
ed.

4. In case of agreement on equivalent compensation with
the buyer, in terms of § 478 paragrapgh 4 BGB, the right
to compensation of expenses, which they would cover
proportinally for their customer (§ 478 Abs. 2 BGB), is
excluded.
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§ 9 Other liabilities, breach of duty, contract cancellation
. Unless not otherwise resulting from these GTC including
the following provisions, we are liable in case of breach
of contractual and non-contractual duties according to

corresponding legal regulations.
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2. We are liable for damages - for whatsoever legal reason
- only:
- in case of intention and gross negligence of the doers
or

- in case of imposing threat to life, of injury or a threat
for health or

- in case of breach of an essential contractual obligation;
in this case however, our liability for damage is limited
to the amount of the predictable damage.

. The limitations of liability mentioned in item 2 do not

apply,

- in case of our malicious concealment of defects or

- acceptance of guarantee for the quality of the goods

w

- regarding claims of the buyers according to the
Product Liability Act.

In case of breach of a duty, not for the reasons of

defects, the buyer may with draw or cancel only in case

of breach of duty from our side.

Free right of cancellation of the buyer (expecially pur-

suant to §§ 651, 649 BGB) is excluded. Withdrawal or

cancellation shall be defined in writing. For the rest apply

legal regulations and legal consequences.
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§ 10 Limitation

1. Mutual claims of the contracting parties prescribe

according to legal regulations, unless subsequently not

otherwise determined.

Notwithstanding § 438 para. 1 no. 3 BGB the general

period of limitation for claims of material defects and

defects of title amounts to one year from delivery. In
case of agreed acceptance, limitation begins with
acceptance. Claims from defects of title however do not
become time-barred as long as the third party can assert
their right - for lack of statute of limitation - against
the buyer.

. For constructions and newly manufactured things, that
have been used for constructions in accordance with
their usual application and during which their defective-
ness had been caused, applies legall statute of limitation.
(§ 438 para. 1 No. 2 BGB).

. The preceding statutes of limitations apply also in distrib-

utor regress pursuant to preceding § 9; unaffected

remains the legal statute of limitation for claims for com-

pensation of expenses (8§ 478 para. 2, 479 para.1, para. 3

BGB) as well as the legal suspension of the period of lim-

itation (§ 479 para. 2, para. 3 BGB).

In all cases unaffected will remain also legal regulation in

case of malice (§ 438 para 3).
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§ 11 Agreement on the applicable law, court of jurisdic-

tion, place of performance

1. For these GTC and all privities between us and the buyer
applies the law of the Federal Republic of Germany
excluding all international and supranational (Contract)
legal systems, especially the CISG. Preconditions and
effects of the reservation of propriety rights pursuant to
§ 6 are however subject to law of the particular storage
location of the goods, provided that the chosen agree-
ment on the applicable law for the benefit of German
law is inadmissable or ineffective.

. If the buyer is, according to the code of commercial law,
trader, public entity or special property under public law,
all disputes arising directly or indirectly from contractual
relationship are under exclusive — and international —
jurisdiction of court in Frankfurt am Main. However, we
are entitled to file suit before a court of general jurisdic-
tion of the buyer.

. Court of performance for our deliveries and service is for
both parties the place of our suppliers or our warehous;
for payment the corporate headquarters for distribution,
Lafarge Gips GmbH, Oberursel.
